Jako vzdjemné se dopliujici soubor studii chdpeme prace
Olgy Mojzisové, Kristyny Stiakové a Lenky Ktupkové. Za specializované a objev-
né (nejen povahou materiélu, ale také metodologickym uchopenim) povazujeme
texty Viktora Velka a Milana Balédyho.

Pokldddme za dulezité starat se o historiografickou vétev muzikologie i tim,
ze podporujeme mladé badatele. Jediné timto zpisobem muizZeme rozvijet zd-
jem o ndro¢ny badatelsky vyzkum a zachovavat pamét oboru. Ctenéf by mél
oviem védet, jak pfistupovat k jednotlivym studiim, a snad byt i shovivavéjsi vaci
tematicky velmi tzce zaméfenym sonddm. Ke studentskym pracim patii — vedle
¢lanka M. Balédyho a K. Stiakové — ptispévky Ivony HirSové, Jana PospiSila,
Petra Venglafe a Kristiny Vonkové. Véfime, Ze si tyto vykony ziskaji zaslouzenou
pozornost diky poctivému piistupu k historickému materidlu.
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Editorial

'The second thematic issue of our journal, which focuses on the life and work
of Zdenék Fibich, covers a relatively broad context of musical life in the Czech
lands in the second half of the 19th century. The early compositions are dealt
with in the studies by Barbora Cupdkové and Anja Bunzel. Both authors draw
attention to the unjustly neglected works of Z. Fibich.

In addition to discussing lesser-known areas of his work, we present articles
that address contemporary trends in historical research: the history of everyday
life and the financial circumstances of composers. We see the works of Olga
Mojzisovi, Kristyna Stiakov4 and Lenka Kfupkova as a complementary set of
studies. We consider the texts by Viktor Velek and Milan Bal6dy to be spe-
cialised and revelatory (not only in the character of the material but also in their
methodological approach).

It is important to take care of the historiographical branch of musicology also
by supporting young researchers. Only in this way can we develop an interest in
challenging research and preserve the memory of the field. Therefore, the reader
should know how to approach individual studies and perhaps be more lenient
with narrowly focused thematic probes. The student works include — besides
the articles by M. Balody and K. Stiakovi — contributions by Ivona HirSov4, Jan
Pospisil, Petr Venglaf and Kristina Vonkova. We believe that these contributions
will gain well-deserved attention thanks to their honest approach to historical
material.
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
